Holiday Helpline applications are available to residents in Freeport and Pownal
October 1- November 15, 2024 at Freeport Community Services.
Interested donors contact the Holiday Helpline to adopt a family. Please include the number of
people you would like to adopt, and we will do our best to match your request. Depending on
family size you may be assigned more than one family. Please note that not all families include
children.
Holiday Helpline staff review applications in receipt order. FCS has no control over when and
how quickly applications come in, please be aware it may take longer than anticipated for you to
receive a match.
Holiday Helpline staff may match families with adopters as late as November 20.
